MAKING A TOAST DO's and DON'Ts

1. Never start by mentioning yourself:  I, Me, My.
2. Start with a hook using something such as:  Kelly is ________.
3. If appropriate, thank the host.
4. Follow that with background on WHY to toast the guest of honor.
5. Give details, secrets, embarrassing stories or humor about the Toastee.
6. Tell a story that has emotion or mentally arouses the senses, call out others in the room as appropriate
7. End with sappy: praise, gratitude, congrats or well wishes, before Clink.

RECAP: Keep it short. Acknowledge both the Toastee and the Host. Tell something funny from the past. Say something heartfelt. Speak for all attendees. Wrap up with well wishes for the future.
